1 Background and purpose
1.1 This agreement confirms that the Student(s) shall carry out a student project with the title "Title" (hereinafter the Student Project) in cooperation with the Company. 
1.2 The Company is aware that the Student(s) must submit a written report as well as take an exam for the Student Project, which implies that the Students must meet a number of learning objectives, which may affect the Student Project.
2 Facilities
2.1 To the extent necessary, and if appropriate, the Company makes available, free of charge, laboratories and/or office facilities for the Student(s) to use for work connected with the Student Project. 
3 Company’s instructions 
3.1 When working at the Company premises, the Student(s) must comply with the instructions issued by the Company with regard to working​ methods, procedures and work hours and, in addition, follow the rules specified by the Company for stays at the company as well as for the use of electronic communication/IT. 
4 Insurance
4.1 If the Student(s) is(are) not covered by the Company's industrial injury insurance or other relevant insurances in connection with the stay at the Company, the Company is obligated to inform the Student(s) of this.
5 Use of knowledge and confidentiality
5.1 Trade Secrets refers to the information regarding the Company’s business and financial circumstances, which is defined in the Danish Act on Trade Secrets Act no 309 of 25/04/2018, the Student(s) receives in connection with Student Project. The Company shall inform the Student(s) of the confidential nature of the information upon disclosure. 
5.2 Trade Secrets may only be used for carrying out the Student Project. 
5.3 The obligation of confidentiality does not extend to information that (i) at the time of receipt were published or otherwise made available to the public, (ii) after receipt were made public or otherwise made available to the public in any way other than by the recipient's breach of the confidentiality obligation, (iii) at the time of receipt, were already rightfully in the recipient's possession, without confidentiality restrictions, or (iv) were received from a third party who was entitled to disclose the information.
5.4 The Student(s) have the right to disclose Trade Secrets to the supervisor and examiner​.  The supervisor and the external examiner are subject to a duty of confidentiality in the public administration; cf. Section 27 of the Danish Public Administration Act.
5.5 The obligation of confidentiality terminates 3 years after the Student Project is completed or terminated. The obligation of confidentiality also includes individuals who might have withdrawn from the Student Project for any reason. 
5.6 Processing of personal data in connection with the Student Project must comply with the general data protection rules.
6 Publishing
6.1 The Company recognizes that the results of the work done by the Student(s) under this agreement are for use in the Student Project and to the extent possible may be published, in respect however, of the obligation of confidentiality; see Section 5.
6.2 The Student Project concludes by the Student(s) completing a project report to be defended by public examination. To the extent the Company considers that the project report contains Trade Secrets, which have been disclosed by the Company, the parties may require the university to close the examination from the public. 

7 Liability
7.1 Since this is a student project, the Student(s) and the Company are not liable to each other in terms of the Student Project leading to the desired results.
7.2 The parties shall be liable for damage in accordance with the ordinary rules of liability in Danish law. The parties cannot be held responsible for indirect loss, consequential damages, operating loss, lost earnings or any other consequential financial loss, including claims for damages from third parties.
8 Duration and termination
8.1 This agreement shall become effective from XX month 20XX, by the Parties signature hereto, until it is terminated without further notice on XX month 20XX.
8.2 The Student(s) may terminate with 14 days’ notice to the end of a month.
8.3 If a party is in breach of this agreement, any other party shall be entitled to terminate the agreement with immediate effect for all parties.

8.4 Termination or annulment of the agreement, however, does not entail termination of the parties' rights and obligations under the agreement with regard to Sections 5 and 6.

9 Amendments to the agreement
9.1 Any amendment to this agreement must be in writing and signed by the parties in order to be valid and binding for the parties.
10 Disputes
10.1 Disputes between the parties in connection with the Student Project must be settled amicably. If the parties fail to reach an amicable settlement, the matter is referred to the ordinary courts of Denmark and shall be governed by Danish law.
